Auditions
For our 2024 projects, auditions will be in two parts.

Part 1: You will need to submit a video recording of you singing two
contrasting pieces, demonstrating your voice and musicianship. The
recording should not exceed 7 minutes and may or may not have
accompaniment. Applicants will be given clear guidelines for the
creation and submission of their video.

Part 2: Applicants will attend a live, online audition via Zoom. This
audition will cover a range of aural and sight singing skills. Example
audition material will be made available before auditions commence.
You will be able to select an audition time from a range specific to
your age.

Cost: There is a $50 audition fee payable upon submission of your
application.

Timelines
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Travel

The participation fee does not include domestic travel to and from
the chorister’s home at the beginning and end of each season. For
international tours, all touring party flights will leave from Sydney
International Airport following a rehearsal season in Sydney and
choristers must travel with the party for all tour dates. We understand
that travel costs add up and will endeavour to provide additional
support where possible.

Bursaries

We want to make sure that everyone can attend a Gondwana season.
Through the support of generous individuals, there are a number of full
and partial bursaries available for participants who can demonstrate
the need for financial assistance in order to attend Gondwana National
Choirs seasons.
